Tentative itinerary and timeline:

In Year 2, the program will continue the same action plan, but research will center on foundations along the Thracian Chersonese, Propontus (Sea of Marmara) and western Pontus (Black Sea). Including travel days, the seminar will spend nine days in the Black Sea colonies in northeastern Romania and Bulgaria, six days in northwest Turkey (which includes the ancient Troad, Thracian Chersonese, and eastern Thrace), followed by six days in Ukraine, with a final meeting at Kyiv, to discuss the goals of the program and opportunities for future collaboration.

Ibida (new excavations) 2h
Argamum/Orgame (1h from Histria, stay for 2h) – the oldest Greek pottery found in Romania originates from this small apoikia– is located North of Histria. 
Histria Archaeological Complex & Museum (9-8, stay for 4h)
Remarkably well preserved tetrastyle prostyle temple to a Great God. Design and architectural details very similar to Thasian and Samothracian architecture

In Navodari there are is a new excavated villa.
Tomis and Museum (very big, site to which Ovid was exiled, having stopped, en route, at Samothrace. Cache of Roman syncretized cult statues including the Glykon Serpent, Isis, Hekate, and the godess Nemesis as duplicate twins)

			archaeologically extremely rich, it has many architectural details from 
			the Hellenistic period that correspond entirely to our seminar and a lot of 
			details are unpublished. When we see these details, we will have a much 
			more complete picture of what we will see in Sveshtari and Dionysopolis.
